Xil.  The camping sites will be selected in such away that there should be no adverse
social impacts on the local.

Xiil.  The construction material will be piled / stored in such a way that it should not
destroy the flora / cnvironment of the locality.

xiv.  The proponent shall plant maximum two rows of trees of minimum six to seven feet
height on available space on both sides of the road / project, especially of
indigenous species in consultation with District Officers (Environment) and
Distriet/Divisional Forest Officer and shall depute staff for protection and
