Compensation should be provided to the inhabitants in case of loss of property
cte. in accordance with the rates that are agreed upon. All conflicting issues
regarding compensation, ctc. should be settled amicably before the start of the
project activities.

Treated/partial treated effluent shall not be discharged into any surface or
subsurface water body.

The proponent shall be responsible for management and safe disposal of air
pollutants likely to generate during construction and operational phase of the
project.

Hazard of soil erosion will be minimized with proper provision for resurfacing of
exposed arca.
