All conflicting issues regarding the
compensation, etc. should be settled amicably before or during the

(i) Treated / partial treated effluent shall not be discharged into any
surface or subsurface water body.

(x) The proponent will submit a community development plan for the
benefit of the communities of the project arca to Punjab, EPA
within two months of start of the project construction phase.
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(xi)  The proponent shall ensurc that strict and efficient health and
safety measures are in place for protection of workers backed by a
comprehensive emergency response system.

(xif) The proponent shall secure fresh Environmental Approval afier
completion of the construction phase.

(xifi) Sanitary conditions in and around your project will be to the entire
satisfaction of this Agency both during construction and
operational phase of the project.
