Hazard of soil erosion will be minimized with proper provision for resurfacing of
exposed area.

Mitigation measures suggested in the IEE Report and Environmental Management
& Monitoring Plan (EMMP) shall be strictly adhered to minimize any negative
impacts on soil, ground water, air and biological resources of the project area. The
proponent will depute staff to monitor compliance of EMMP.

Monitoring shall be carried out during the entire period of the project activities and
the proponent will furnish monitoring reports on monthly basis to this office under
intimation to District Officer (Environment).

“The proponent shall be responsible for adopting appropriate mitigation measures for
controlling anticipated environmental hazards.

Raw material shall be stored in a confined area. Spray / sprinkling of water shall
regularly be carried out for controlling dust pollution.

The proponent shall do proper landscaping after completion of the project.

The proponent will take special measures in collaboration with Traffic Police for
smooth flow of traffic during construction phase.

The proponent shall ensure that strict and efficient health and safety measures are in
place for protection of workers backed by a comprehensive emergency response
system.

The proponent will display proper billboards for public instructions/precautionary
‘measures at prominent places. The alternate routs should be displayed on billboards
at proper places.

The Asphalt Plant and Concrete Plant shall be equipped with treatment equipment
i.e. dust scrubbers ctc. The swecping shall be done after water sprinkling. The
Power Generator / machinery shall be equipped with efficient soundproof canopy
and silencer.

The camping sites will be selected in such away that there should be no adverse
social impacts on the local.

The construction material will be piled / stored in such a way that it should not
destroy the flora / environment of the locality.

The proponent shall maintain effective curing of shouiders from wearing off by
providing shoulder treatment.

The proponent shall plant two rows of trees of minimum six to seven feet height on
available space on both sides of the road / project, especially of indigenous species
in consultation with District Officer (Environment) and District/Divisional Forest

treatment.

swili, The proponent will obtain NOC / clearance of all other concemed departments
before commencement of work

xix. The proponent will provide bridges for the pedestrians (where necessary).

i Compensation will be provided to the inhabitants in case of loss of agricultral
Jand, crop, property, etc. in accordance with the rates that are agreed upon. All
conflicting issucs regarding compensation etc. should be settled amicably before the
start of the project activitics,

i, The proponent will direct all concerned departments to complete their works before
widening/improvement of road commencement of work.
