The proponent shall ensure compliance of National Environmental Quality
Standards (NEQS).

Compensation should be provided to the inhabitants in case of loss of property
ete. in accordance with the rates that arc agreed upon. All conflicting issues
regarding compensation, etc. should be settled amicably before the start of the
project activitics.

Treated/partial treated effluent shall not be discharged into any surface or
subsurface water body.

The proponent shall be responsible for management and safe disposal of air
pollutants likely to generate during construction and operational phase of the

project.

Hazard of soil erosion will be minimized with proper provision for resurfacing of
exposed area.

Monitoring shall be carried out during the entire period of the project activities
Monitoring reports should be submitted to EPA, Punjab on monthly basis.

Sewage generated from camping sites should be treated in septic tanks and soak
pits or by other appropriate methods. The septic tanks and soak pits should be
constructed at a suitable distance from any permanent or seasonal water source.
Septic tank and soak pits should not be located in the areas where high ground
water table exists.

Mitigation measures suggested in the report and Management Plan should be
adhered to minimize any negative impacts on soil, ground water, air and
biological resources of the project arca.

All unskilled and to the extent possible skilled jobs shall be give to the locals after
providing them proper training.

Raw material shall be stored in a confined area. Spray / sprinkling of water shall
regularly be carried out for controlling dust pollution.

Proponent will submit a community development plan for the benefit of
communities of the project area to EPA, Punjab within two months of start of the
project construction phase.
‘The proponent shall ensure that strict and efficient health and safety meaures are
in place for protection of workers backed by a comprehensive emergency
